Report by Dave Parsch, Vice-President

  Update on Rick Elbracht who was diagnosed with  Kidney Cancer.

  Thank you to Rich Cook who served on the Board the last couple of years.

I want to update everyone regarding a number of things that happened this past year.  We had water leaks at Phillip’s, Day’s and on one of Ward’s properties.  A reminder to all that if you suspect a possible leak please let a Board member know….a leak can drain the tanks.

We also had leaks at the main spring tanks.  Rich Cook and I spent many hours trying to determine the location and extent of the leaks.  The old concrete tanks and valves were over 30 years old.  After we located the leaks the Board decided to replace them with 4- 1500 gal tanks. This led to a mid year assessment of $150.00 per lot with house and $50.00 per vacant lot. This assessment covered approximately half the cost. Thanks to Rich Cook and Merle Kroeplin for the many hours of hard work installing them.  (FYI….we pump water to the top tanks every 4 hours)
Thank you to Merle Kroeplin for rewiring the pumps at main and middle tanks.

In December SBA properties had an internal audit and discovered they had not sent us revenue sharing proceeds since 2007.  This check amounted to $14,662.03. They also informed us of an occasional monthly increase.  We paid off Headman for bills we received last Fall totally $3,137.50 for work done in 2010,,,,,road work above Ward’s/culvert/debris cleanup.  The Board recommends that we put $10,000.00 into an emergency reserve fund.  Andy will give us more information in his report.

This past December SBA Properties (cell tower) ---AT&T put fiber optic cable in the road.  This project took some two weeks….a mess.  Thank you to Rich Cook for his time overseeing this project.

The buried tanks (some 5,000 gals) had a problem this past December with the cut off valve and Rich Cook had to shut them down.  Merle Kroeplin and I drained the tanks and cleaned them out this spring.

The first part of May we had our roads graded and compacted….including the road below Arrington’s.  

We hired “Diggin It” to come back and clean up around main spring.  They cut down two trees, crushed and buried 4 concrete tanks.  We also had them remove the old pump house at top tanks.  We did some  planting of shrubs and moved several large rocks.  Gordon Rohloff volunteered to do the art work on the large rock.  “Diggin It’ is coming back with at least two truck loads of dirt to fill the hole left by the tanks.

“Diggin It’s crew cleaned out the ditches from the top of the mountain to the bottom.  

Thanks to Gary Schroeder and Merle Kroeplin for gathering and placing the large rocks at the switchback below Rudich’s.  Reminder:  SWING WIDE

Last year I hired Les Wilkens to weed eat the roadside from top to bottom and to mow and trim the front entrance.  He also blows out the ditches in the Fall to keep the culverts as clear as possible.
A reminder if you have dead hemlocks…..please remove them before they cause any damage.

The Board is considering replacing the tanks at the top.  Estimated cost:$2500.00-$3000.00

The Board appointed Merle Kroeplin to the Board filling the vacancy by Rich Cook.
